MISSIONS EMPHASIS FOR THE MONTH OF APRIL
As you probably know fiom ptevious announcements, our Plj'rnouth Guild

ladies had been asked to be responsible for selectrng a "Missions Emphasis" for each
month ofthe year. They have chosen "lndisi Trails Mission" for the month ofApril.

Here is a "thumb nail" sketch of INDIAN TRAILS. It really began when Tom
Gossett, at age 17, was serving as a rnissionary intem and felt called to establish a
mission prograrn for Native Americans. That was in 1957. Tom pursued that dream
until 1969 when he ard his q.ife, Sharon, and their family, incorporated as "lndian
Trails" mission. It was designed to caJry the message of Christ to Native Americans
and to help them develop their own proglams of Christian witness. It has become a
mission of evangelism that includes a witness of faith, training of Indian
missionaries ald help for various physical needs as well. Their headquarters had
been in Mesa for 2O yeais ... and then moved to Payson, AZ.

This very dedicated 'fanily directed" mission program now sponsors and
oversees the work of 250 stations/chapels/cente.s in Mexico and 14 such stations in
Arizona. One oftheir big emphasis is the training of natives to be Native American
Missiona-ries in thei! own neighboring areas. A Training Center for such persons
was built in Nacho, Mexicojust 37, years ago ... and has already graduated arld
placed 35 missionaries!

The program is supported by the Codgregational Church ofthe Valley. Tom
arrd Sharon Gossett becafire members of this church on March 23, 1986 and shared
in its beginning. We a.re proud of them and pray God's blessing upon them ard all of
their efforts in His name. Monies received during the month of April designated for
"missions", will be forwarded to their work of "lndian Trails".
