A HISTORY 1983 — 1993 OF THE
CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH OF THE VALLEY

We are aware that the task is formidable and not without problems. We so
want it to be a success. Without Thy help we may fail. With Thy help we can
only succeed. Please take each of us by the hand and guide us in the way
that you would have us go.

Right now our group is small and we ask for Thy blessing in the work that we
have to do.

We ask it in Thy name.
